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Lesson 3: Pupil Resource Sheet 3

Logic Diagrams

There are lots of different ways of thinking logically, and you use some of them in maths. For example when you use Venn Diagrams you are sorting information in a logical way.

We could show that ‘no mammals lay eggs’ like this:
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Mammals
Egg laying creatures

But what about the duck-billed platypus? This little Australian mammal is quite an unusual mix – a furry coat like other mammals, but a beak like a duck and an egg layer too!  So we change our Venn Diagram to look like this:



Mammals
DBP
Egg laying creatures
